 Bedford Cemetery Trustees

Meeting held at Bedford Town Offices, Town Clerk’s Office 25 April 2016
Present: Lori Radke (Chair), David Bailey, Melinde Lutz Byrne (Secretary), Carolyn McLain of Salem, N.H.

The meeting was called to order at 10 AM. Carolyn McLain communicated information from the Bedford Center Old Cemetery Association regarding the twelve perpetual care trusts that the BCOCA will be transferring to the Town of Bedford for gravestone and burial ground maintenance. The balance of the perpetual trusts is $21,850, but less than half of this remains. Advice from Terry Knowles in the AG’s office is to freeze the amount sent to the town until accumulations bring the total to $21,850. Carolyn provided a copy of minutes of the last quarter of 2015 meeting which describes the details and records the BCOCA’s unanimous vote to turn the funds over to the Town of Bedford.

BCOCA has encumbered a certain amount of its funds to plant six hydrangea bushes along one cemetery perimeter line. BCOCA meeting minutes are on file. It is uncertain whether BCOCA will start again or will vote to disband. Carolyn described many generations of BCOCA trustees and their work at several Bedford cemeteries. She departed at approximately 11:25 AM.

Minutes of the last 2015 meeting were approved as submitted.

The Trustees discussed the new contract through Public Works’ that was won by Einstein. We had one complaint by Mr. Finney about the removal of a dead plant on a shepherd’s hook in the Hilltop section.

Officers’ positions were renewed. A cremation burial in the older section at 271 Emery was approved.

A large section in the new side lacks any plot markers. The trustees will each research companies that do gravesite plotting, as these are necessary guides for digging graves. No funds are currently available for this expense.

Mr. Bullock’s passing and plans for two large round stones on the four-burial plot owned by Rick Bullock were discussed. The trustees await a final plan and measurements.

Trustees Byrne and Bailey will meet with Einstein at the Center Cemetery on 9 May 2016.
